2022-14 MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS OF 17th JANUARY

2022-15 MATTERS ARISING 
There were no matters arising.
2022-16 SAFEGUARDING

Maryjane Corver had nothing to report. Two PCC members ABS checks have been updated and the Churchwardens have completed level 1 and 2 training.
2022-17 TREASURERS REPORT 
The draft financial statement for 2021 was circulated. The Treasurer reported that income to the unrestricted funds in 2021 was £45,050 (£42,769 in 2020) with expenditure of £40,734 (£31,456 in 2020) giving a surplus of £7,810 which added to the carry forward from 2020 of £5,199 provides a carry forward for 2021 of £13,009. The reserves of all three funds were £70,551 (£80,421 in 2020). The restricted funds include the Pastoral Care Fund that had an income of £5,595 and as yet an expenditure of £150. The Rev’d Paul Mundy explained that it takes time for people to start using the fund. The unrestricted fund also includes the inter parish grant to pay for the Children and Families worker. It also includes the final payment for the phase 2 building work. To cover the expenditure from The Church improvement fund a proposal from Anthony Meadows to transfer £29,446 from The Friends of St Peter’s to The Church Improvement Fund was seconded by Rev’d Paul Mundy and AGREED by all. Chailey’s parish share for 2022 appears to be included with Newick’s and Rev’d Paul Mundy said that there needed to be a vision for the future of Chailey Parish that could include the cost of a non-stipendiary priest. A proposal from Rev’d Paul Mundy that the Statement of Financial Activity be accepted was seconded by Christine Peskett and AGREED by all.
2022-18 FUND RAISING
As well as the open gardens and Summer Craft Fair and Cream Tea, a barn dance  on 24th September, an auction of promises in October and a Christmas Market on 26th November are planned.
2022-19 JUBILEE CELEBRATIONS

A number of ideas were considered including ‘Hymns and Pimms’, a service with a lunch, planting a tree and a beacon. There is a need for co-ordination with the Parish Council and some more thought.

2022-20 FABRIC, BUILDINGS AND CHURCHYARD
Anthony Meadows reported that two fans are operating under the floor and the drying effect is being monitored. There is to be another meeting with the architect and builders. The Quinquennial report is still to be received but nothing major is so far indicated. The Geocashers will attend the Churchyard clear-up on 7th May. There has been no progress with the tree officer giving permission for work on the yew trees. Sarah Tillard will pay for a safety survey of the Churchyard and car park.
2022-21 FIRE SAFETY AUDIT
Christine Peskett will circulate the audit to the PCC. There will be a log on the notice board and there is a requirement that 2 or 3 people should be identified at each event to assist with clearing the Church in case of fire.
