2022-39 SAFEGUARDING

Sarah Tillard was thanked for paying for the tree survey. She reported that the survey had identified some trees that will require work. Work has been carried out on three yew trees. Anthony Meadows reported that a mouse had twice chewed through the BT cable into the Church and that the cable was now encased in a copper pipe with a stainless steel sleeve and held down by bricks.
