The meeting opened with a reading and a prayer.
2023-12 MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS OF 16th JANUARY
The minutes had been circulated.

2023-05 should read ‘Craft Fair on 16th July’
With that amendment the minutes were AGREED and signed as correct. 
2023-13 MATTERS ARISING 
There were no matters arising.
2023-14 SAFEGUARDING

Maryjane Corver had no safeguarding issues to report. She reported that DBS checks can now be completed by individuals online. As she is stepping down as the Safeguarding Officer, Rev’d Paul Mundy asked for another member of the PCC to take on the role. Maryjane Corver agreed to work with the new officer for an initial period and the safeguarding officer at Newick is available to give advice. A non PCC member taking up the role would need to report to the PCC twice a year.
2023-15 TREASURERS REPORT 
The Treasurer reported that the youth worker fund had raised £6,931 and the pastoral care fund stood at £12,139 after payments of £1,118. He also reported that the wine tasting had raised £218, the jumble sale £506 and the quiz night £891. The draft accounts for 2022 were circulated. The Treasurer reported that the unrestricted fund income was £61,079, expenditure £47,660and the balance £13,413 which with the carry forward from 2021 gave a balance of £25,696. The total assets were £78,080 up £7,571 on 2021. Rev’d Paul Mundy pointed out that the current parish share is at least £15,000 less than would be needed to pay for a priest for duty post. At present the vicarage is being rented on an annual basis. There is therefore a need to increase the parish share substantially. It was suggested that the Friends of St Peters be rejuvenated by providing more transparency about the financial situation and distributing application forms at the St George’s Day celebration. The Treasurer also reported that investments had fallen by £5,730 to £43,282. Under the heading of endowments he said there was a need to find out what the Pownall Churchyard Fund can be used for. Rev’d Paul Mundy gave huge thanks to Anthony and Pippa Meadows for all their work.
2023-16 FUND RAISING
Planned fund raising events include: presence at the Bonfire Society’s St George’s Day, a Craft Fair in July, a Flower Festival in October and the Christmas Fair in November. It was suggested that a barn dance and a quiz night could be added.
2023-17 FABRIC AND BUILDINGS  
Anthony Meadows reported that the estimate for replacing the hour hand on the Church clock had risen to £4,084 without the cost of scaffolding and that an alternative estimate could be sought. A survey of the drainage around the Church had discovered that the drains had collapsed and that an underground tank outside the Church was full. The tank has now been emptied. It is not clear if it is the drainage or a high water table that is contributing to the dampness under the floor boards. A sub-committee of Anthony Meadows, Paul Corver and John Smith was set up to work towards a compromise between the architects, builders and the DAC as to the responsibility and compensation for the floor damage. A proposal from Rev’d Paul Mundy to change the architect was seconded by Teresa Wenban and AGREED by all. Anthony Meadows was thanked for his work on buildings.
2023-18 CHURCHYARD
The Geocahchers will attend the Churchyard clear up on 20th May 2023. The Community Service Group could do jobs in the Churchyard on Saturday mornings and would be supervised. They could also work in St Mary’s Churchyard if a toilet was available close by. John Smith will investigate. The Garden of Remembrance at St Peter’s is becoming full of plaques. 
2023-19 CORONATION
Teresa Wenban reported that there will be a Songs of Praise on the afternoon of 7th June 2023 and members of the community will be asked for suggestions for hymns. Tea and cake will be provided. Newick are streaming the Coronation in Church.
2023-20 APCM
Nomination forms for Churchwardens, Deanery Synod and PCC members will be completed and the agenda, minutes of the previous meeting and accounts along with reports from Church groups will be displayed in the Church prior the meeting.
2023-21 100 CLUB.
Prizes of £25 (Pauline Floyd), £20 (Stephen Craig) and £15 (Liz Cullen) were drawn.
2023-22 ANY OTHER BUSINESS
Defibrillator– Teresa Wenban has contacted the Parish Council about moving the defibrillator to the Reading Room but has as yet has not received a reply
Meeting on giving – a joint meeting with Newick is to be planned 
Isolated and lonely – representatives for each area are to be asked for in the Chailey News 
Thomas Tompsett Foundation – The Thomas Tompsett Accounts will appear in the Chailey PCC report and accounts under the restricted funds
